Mark 8:14   Now the disciples had forgotten to take bread, 
neither had they in the ship with them more than one loaf.  
:15   And he charged them, saying, Take heed, beware of the 
leaven of the Pharisees, and of the leaven of Herod.  
:16   And they reasoned among themselves, saying, It is because 
we have no bread.  
:17   And when Jesus knew it, he saith unto them, Why reason ye, 
because ye have no bread? perceive ye not yet, neither 
understand? have ye your heart yet hardened?  
:18   Having eyes, see ye not? and having ears, hear ye not? and 
do ye not remember?  
:19   When I brake the five loaves among five thousand, how 
many baskets full of fragments took ye up? They say unto him, 
Twelve.  

:20   And when the seven among four thousand, how many 
baskets full of fragments took ye up? And they said, Seven.  
:21   And he said unto them, How is it that ye do not understand?

Matthew 7:15   Beware of false prophets, which come to you in 

sheep's clothing, but inwardly they are ravening wolves.  

:16   Ye shall know them by their fruits. Do men gather grapes of 

thorns, or figs of thistles?  

:17   Even so every good tree bringeth forth good fruit; but a corrupt 

tree bringeth forth evil fruit.  

:18   A good tree cannot bring forth evil fruit, neither can a corrupt 

tree bring forth good fruit.  

:19   Every tree that bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and 

cast into the fire.  

:20   Wherefore by their fruits ye shall know them.  

:21   Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into 

the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father 

which is in heaven.  

:22   Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not 

prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and 

in thy name done many wonderful works?  

:23   And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart 

from me, ye that work iniquity.
