Song of Solomon 7:4   Thy neck is as a tower of ivory; thine eyes 
like the fishpools in Heshbon, by the gate of Bathrabbim: thy 
nose is as the tower of Lebanon which looketh toward Damascus.

17   And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, 
which is the word of God:  
18   Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, 
and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication 
for all saints;
