 Song of Solomon 4:9   Thou hast ravished my heart, my sister, my 
spouse; thou hast ravished my heart with one of thine eyes, with 
one chain of thy neck.

We have here an absolutely amazing repetition: 
 
Thou hast ravished my heart! . . .  Thou hast ravished my heart!   
 
And remember—these are the words of the Bridegroom (Jesus 
Christ) speaking to his Bride (the elect Church). 

What is even more amazing is that this love which the Son of God 
has for his elect applies to our condition right now.   As another 
has aptly said—“Jesus will love us no better in heaven than he 
loves us now!”  His love for us stretches from eternity past into 
eternity future!
