The Kingdom of God’s Power 
 

Holy Scripture reveals what we could call “The Three Kingdoms of 
God.”  These kingdoms are: 
 
 # 1—the Kingdom of God’s POWER. 

# 2—the Kingdom of God’s GRACE. 
# 3—the Kingdom of God’s GLORY. 
 

Here in Song Of Solomon 5:14a the Bride speaks of the hands of 
her Bridegroom.   Hands indicate action.  She had just before 

spoken of the Bridegrooms lips—what he says.  Now she speaks of 
his hands—what he does.  We are talking here about God’s 
kingdom of power. 
 

 

 

 
 

Every person is living in God’s kingdom of power.  Past, present, 
and future.  This would include Cain, Nimrod, Pharaoh, Judas, 
Annas, Caiaphas, and Pilate, to name only a few.  We are all under 
the control of God, and are living in his kingdom of power. 
 
But this kingdom is more extensive than that.  It includes the spirit 
world also.  The holy angels, and yes, even Satan and his wicked 
angels.  They, too, are controlled by the Lord God, and are living in 
his kingdom of power. 
 
But even more.   The whole creation is also under God’s kingdom 
of power.  God created all things out of nothing—Genesis 1:1.  And 
the almighty Lord God is in full control over everything he has 
created.    This is the great comfort the Bride of Christ has, even 
when living in this world.  Her Bridegroom controls all things.
